Offering of the Mass

Saint Thérèse of Lisieux lived a hidden life 
and wanted to be unknown.  Yet, she be-
came popular after her death.  She rapidly 
became one of the most popular saints.  
Pope Pius XI canonized St. Thérèse in 
1925.  Pope John Paul II declared her the 

thirty-third Doctor of the Church.  St. Thérèse is the 
youngest person, and only the third woman to be so hon-
oured. 
St. Thérèse said: “Our Lord needs from us neither great 
deeds nor profound thoughts. He cherishes simplicity.”

Matthew 17:5
