Return to Vibrancy Announcement: 

St. Thérèse of Lisieux wrote of her profound 
love for the priesthood.  One of the greatest 
desires of her soul was to have a brother who 
was a priest. This was not God’s plan for her 
family.   Instead, the Lord brought two young 
men who were preparing to become mission-

ary priests into her life.  St. Thérèse became a spiritual sis-
ter to Abbe Maurice Belliere and Pere Adolph Roulland.  
Through the deep spiritual bond they shared in Christ, 
they understood the power of prayer and the offering of 
penances. 
St. Thérèse said: “Miss no single opportunity of making 
some small sacrifice.  Do the smallest thing and always do 
it all for love.” Offering of the Mass 

By virtue of the “communion of saints,” 
the Church commends the dead to 
God’s mercy and offers her prayers es-
pecially the holy sacrifice of the Eucha-
rist, on their behalf. (Catechism of the 

Catholic Church). This practice dates as far back as 
Judas collecting a sin-offering for the dead, making 
atonement so they might be delivered from their sin. 
(2 Maccabees 12:39-45).  Masses may also be offered 
for the intentions of the living or in thanksgiving.
