Did you know... Yellow Quill First Nation is a Saulteaux Nation located 12 kms east of Rose Valley,
Sask. Chief Yellow-quill signed an adhesion to Treaty 4 on August 24, 1876. There are approximately
2800 members who live on and off reserve. In March 2011, over 16,000 acres of Treaty Land Entitle-

ment (TLE) lands were converted to reserve status by Canada. TLE land refers to land that was prom-
ised in Treaty 4 but never received by the Nation. Yellow Quill Bison Ranch (https://yafn.ca/yellow-
quill-first-nation/projects/) is owned and operated by the Yellow Quill First Nation.
