Catechism Text: CCC nos. 1285, 1288, 1289 & 1303
Sacred Scripture: John 20.22 & 23, Acts 1.5,7 & 8, 2.1-4
St. Angela Merici: To keep the ancient way and customs
of the Church, established and confirmed by so many
saints under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.

Pope Francis: Confirmation is a gift from God and helps
us to live as Christians.

FAQ: What is the doctrinal or teaching authority of the
Catechism?

It is part of the Church's official teaching in the sense that
it was requested by the Holy See, prepared and revised
by bishops and promulgated by the Holy Father as part of
his ordinary Magisterium. Pope John Paul Il ordered the
publication of the Catechism by the Apostolic Constitu-
tion, Fidei Depositum, on October 11, 1992. John Paul Il
also stated that the Catechism "is given as a sure and au-
thentic reference text for teaching Catholic doctrine."

The Love That Is God: An Invitation to Christian
Faith

Bauerschmidt is a Roman Catholic deacon of the Arch-
diocese of Baltimore and professor of theology at
Loyola University, Maryland.

2023 winner of the Michael Ramsey Prize. The Michael
Ramsey Prize, was set up to encourage the most promis-
ing contemporary theological writing and to identify it
for a wider Christian readership. The prize is named af-
ter the 100th Archbishop of Canterbury, Michael Ram-
sey, a prolific writer himself; and was inaugurated by
Rowan Williams in 2005.

“God is love is the radical claim of Christianity,” writes
Frederick Bauerschmidt at the beginning of this little
meditation on the essentials of Christian faith. In a rich
yet accessible style reminiscent of C. S. Lewis and G. K.
Chesterton, Bauerschmidt breathes life back into that
claim, drawing from Scripture, great Christian and non-
Christian writers of the past, and his own lived experi-
ence to show just how counter-cultural and subversive
Christianity is actually meant to be. Eschewing the ab-
stract and dogmatic in favour of the relational and invit-
ing, he offers something for everyone, from lifelong
churchgoers and students of religion to the growing
population of “nones” among younger generations who
are increasingly seeking spiritual fulfillment outside of
institutional Christianity.
