Did you know... Treaty 4 was negotiated on September 15,
1874, in what is now known as Fort Qu'Appelle. The parties to
the agreement were the Né&hiyawak (Cree), Anishinabék
(Saulteaux), Nakota (Assiniboine) First Nations and the Brit-
ish Crown (Canada). Treaty 4 is celebrated annually during the
week of its anniversary on the traditional lands and territory of
First Nations in the Qu'Appelle Valley. The Treaty 4 Gather-
ing concludes with a powwow which is enjoyed by non-
Indigenous and Indigenous peoples who travel from near and
far to join the celebration.

National Day for Truth and Reconciliation

The Canadian government proclaimed September
30th as a new national statutory holiday, a Na-
tional day for Truth and Reconciliation to honour
survivors, their families, and communities. The
Catholic Church has a significant role and respon-
sibility for Truth and Reconciliation in Canada. With the re-
cent visit of Pope Francis on his Penitential Pilgrimage to Can-
ada, this day gives us an opportunity to reflect on the history
of residential schools, and grow in our understanding towards
a commitment to true healing and reconciliation. The Regina
event will be on September 30, 2022 — 3:00 PM — 5:30 PM at
Holy Rosary Cathedral; see the calendar event for full details
at https://archregina.sk.ca/calendar/indigenous-relations/2022-
09-30/national-day-truth-and-reconciliation.
